Recognizing the need for improvements to
Jenkintown’s aged business district, Borough
Council is in the process of organizing its
ideas, research, and resources toward the
ultimate goal of enhancing the quality of the
pedestrian environment of Uptown
Jenkintown. Traffic calming measures along
with an improved streetscape plan will help to
define Jenkintown’s business district and
image. Some of the key points are:

Trees Seasonal Landscaping
Decorative Sidewalk Paving Public Spaces
Enhanced Crosswalks Bus Shelters

Project Area: York Road, from Washington Lane to Rydal Road
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Here are a few before and
after shots which include
proposed ideas for lighting,
landscaping, signage, etc.
for the main street
renovation. For further
information, a complete
copy of the proposal is
available for public view at
borough hall.
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A bike lane along with a dedicated middle
turning lane has been proposed for York Rd.
The bike lane should serve as a buffer for
pedestrians from traffic. It will also allow
buses and commercial vehicles to make
their stops without disrupting normal traffic
flow. Control on vehicular speed will create
a safer pedestrian environment along with
better exposure for our local businesses.

Work on the Old York Road renovation is
slated to begin as early as spring 2008
beginning on West Ave. and spreading out
in a north/south direction. 1.1 million dollars
has been obtained through Rep Allyson
Schwartz’s office along with additional
funding by Montgomery County. For
additional information please contact Linda
Kligman.
