Leading 
a community visioning process, the Jenkintown Community 
Alliance first formed a main street program in 1999 to revitalize its 
business district. Nearly six years later, after successful completion 
of a nationally acclaimed Main Street Program, the Jenkintown 
Borough Council passed an ordinance in December 2006 creating 
a Business Improvement District to carry forward promotional and 
economic revitalization goals for the Jenkintown business corridor. 
This five-year charter will allow Jenkintown Community Alliance 
to lead the revitalization of our business district and administer a 
property-owner assessment program to recruit and retain the 
businesses that create the shopping experience unique to main 
streets and attract the shoppers and visitors necessary to sustain 
these businesses.   
 
The Jenkintown Community Alliance leverages the property 
ownersÕ assessments with local public and private investments to 
promote Jenkintown and our local businesses, enhance property 
values and entice appropriate investments, and advocate for 
improvements to create a vibrant, diverse, and economically strong 
town.

The event is held rain or shine, from 1:00 
pm Ð 6:00 pm, at the Jenkintown Town Square and adjoining 
blocks. The Jenkintown Jazz and BrewFest is well promoted by the 
regional media and local venues, as well as national jazz and brew 
tasting registries. 
 
In addition to throwing one of the most loved public music fests, 
the Jenkintown Jazz and BrewFest is our premiere fundraiser.  All 
monies raised from this one-day event are reinvested back into the 
communityÕs revitalization efforts.
